Measurable Objectives of Lesson (SWBAT):
Students will be able to recall information and answer questions about MLA style writing techniques as measured by 80% correctly writing a sentence that uses source information and citation.

Grouping strategies:
Whole group, pairs, triads, small groups, individual work

Modalities:
Auditory, visual, tactile/kinesthetic 

Materials:
Computers, handouts, powerpoint slides

Key Vocabulary:
MLA, Citation, Parenthetical, In-text, Plagiarism, Citation Phrases

Hook/Anticipatory Set (   5   minutes)
How would you feel if someone used all of your great ideas and passed them on as their own? You wouldn’t like it, right? It wouldn’t be fair. It would only be natural for you to want some consequences for their actions, right? Well, that is exactly what happens all the time in academics! “We call this stealing of ideas” Plagiarism. Students often commit plagiarism, even without knowing it! A lot of times, this happens because a lot of us are unaware of what plagiarism is and how it occurs. Today however, we will learn about avoiding plagiarism in our writing by learning how to cite information properly. 

Teacher Instruction: (   10   minutes)
1. Students will learn phrases and key vocabulary according to a short slide show and lecture.
2. Students will practice citation phrases that give credit to the information source in order to identify plagiarism when it happens.
3. By understanding how to speak citation phrases, students will apply one phrase into a written sentence. 

Student Practice: (   75    minutes)
Students will take notes on lecture. After learning citation phrases, they will work with a partner to express information using a correct phrase. After practicing, each student will write a sentence that includes information as well as citing their information correctly. 
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Assessment/Student Feedback:
100% of students wrote at least one sentence that utilized source information from a book. All students utilized a correct citation phrase. Objective achieved.

Closure: (2 mins)
Students, now that we understand that information is precious to all of us, we should know that stealing is wrong. Even ideas and quotes are our personal ideas and property, and we have to hold ourselves accountable to give credit to the original “authors” that came up with this information.

Reflections on the Lesson:
Students were very interested in the idea that thoughts and information can be stolen. The lecture was short and wasn’t too convoluted with vocabulary. I feel it was important to keep the information geared towards an oral expression until we move into writing components of writing citations.
